The wonder in
white was held at the Swiss National
Library in Bern from 4 March to 1 July
2022. The exhibition traced the history
of snow and invited visitors to engage
with the past, present and future of
the wonder in white through a range
of playful, scientific, poetic and artistic
exhibits. The exhibition comprised four
sections: ‘Poetry’, ‘Play’, ‘Research’ and
‘Melt’, an audio station featuring songs
about snow, and hands-on activities.
