The 20th Industries Fair has been held in Basle during April
last., Over 1200 exhibitors participated in this huge national
manifestation and people from all over Europe visited our fair
Rhine-City.

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EASTER TRAFFIC OF 1936 IN CENTRAL SWITZERLAND.

Unexpected Winter conditions have played havoc with the usual
large Easter traffic of all descriptions around Lucerne. On
Easter Sunday the passenger transport on the Lake of Lucerne
amounted to 50LO passengers only, against 21,616 the previous year,
On Good Friday the sun smiled and promised no end of fine weather;
nobody expected a return of Winter as late as April. The Pilatus-
Railway, doing the first trip of the season on Friday, had to
close down again on Easter Monday due to heavy suow. The Federal
Railways also suffered a severc setback; only the Gotthard line
benefited, as the travelling public preferred the sunny South.

The traffic to Italy generally was surprisingly large, considering
the Sanctions applied against that country.
