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full of fear and trembling. Through holy prayer they were
preparing to face menacing death...” wrote a Belgian
abbot in 1129 about the state of mind of members of his
caravan before they began their ascent.

“...as they were busy accomplishing this duty in the
church, terrible news arrived; ten guides who left the
village earlier had been swallowed by an enormous mass
of snow and had been carried away to the abysses...”
Event though the pass is most often associated with the
St Bernard dogs which were once responsible for saving
countless lives, the museum is a treasure chest of
colourful stories related to the Great St Bernard. A two
metre high copy of the Roman “milestones” which once
lined the ancient route stands beside a panel showing
the Roman temple dedicated to Jupiter that crowned the
pass at the time.

Cold mummified corpses

There’s mention of the “charnel house” where those who
never made it over the pass found their final resting
place — their corpses mummified by the cold. The
building and its inhabitants remain, but its windows and
doors were walled up decades ago. In more recent times,
as colourful displays relate, the pass was used for more
commercial reasons or in one case, the showboating
antics of an American writer who rode an elephant over
the pass to re-enact the journey of Hannibal. The poor
elephant suffered from altitude sickness. The pass and
its hospice lost importance when a road tunnel was built
about 40 years ago. Goods and most tourist traffic be-
tween the Swiss town of Martigny and Aosta in ltaly have
since used the tunnel. People who choose, nonethe-
less, to follow the scenic winding road to the top of the
pass do so for various reasons. In summer, many come
to see the museum, hike the old Roman road or just
admire the collection of cuddly St Bernard dogs —
although the animals have long ceased to be used in
avalanche rescue missions. A team of archaeologists
continues to dig up Roman and Celtic coins, in an effort
to learn more about the flourishing trade over the pass
in Roman times.

Skiing friars

When the road closes in winter, the friars welcome
adventurous groups of cross-country skiers and people
on snowshoes. it means that Lovey and Gaillard them-
selves have to be skilled skiers to get around or to help
in avalanche rescue. “Many people are surprised be-
cause they never thought they would find a Christian
community up here. They had only heard of the dogs,”
says Gaillard. “Suddenly they discover that people have
been living up here for nearly a thousand years to
receive travellers.” | think everyone gets something out of
a visit,” he continues. “It's possible that many aren’t
willing to accept that but | believe that nearly all who
come up here, particularly in winter, are amazed and
do get something in return. It's difficult to say exactly
what but it is something spiritual, even those who claim
they are atheists.”

A ‘real’ Swiss Priest, Father Yvan Sergy, has
come to Hamilton to be part of the Hamilton
Diocese !

A Priest with many Talents, Father Yvan is introducing himself
with the following biographical statement:

I was born in 1958 in the town of Lucerne in central
Switzerland and brought up in bilingual family speaking
French and German. | lived most of the time in the
Capital of Berne. | am a Priest of the biggest Swiss
diocese of Basel (10 Cantons and almost 3.2 million
Catholics).

In my youth | was very involved with the scouts where |
finished as a Gilwell Chief. | became interested in
physics and science and therefore | studied math and
physics at the High School of Biel/Bienne, intending to
carry on at the Polytechnicum of Zurich. But on the way
I had to discover God’s calling to the Priesthood. Chang-
ing the direction of my study, | entered the Seminary at
Lucerne where | completed a Master’s Degree in Dogma.
That was in 1985. | then took a year off and had the
opportunity to come to New Zealand where | stayed at
St.Mary's parish in Northcote up in Auckland. That is
where | met Bishop BROWNE who was at that time
Bishop of Auckland. In spite of the good experience and
the kind invitation of Bishop BROWNE to stay, | returned
to Switzerland as | was to be ordained for the diocese of
Basel.

I was ordained in the township of Saignelegier in the
newest and youngest Canton of Jura on Sunday the 19th
of June 1988. Ten years later | was Parish Priest at
Boncourt, pretty well known for its Parisienne and Select
cigarette factory. With another Priest we were running a
pastoral unit made of seven rural villages all of them
along the French border. In 1998 | was then appointed
to the Parish of Bure, another well known spot because
of one of the biggest army training grounds (specialty
tanks and rope vehicles). Together with that Parish | was
also working as part-time chaplain at the district hospital
of Porrentruy.

At the beginning of this year, my Bishop asked if | would
be interested in a ‘Fidei Donum’ project. The idea is for
a Bishop to lend from his diocesan Priests one or more to
another Bishop in the world for a certain period of time.
My Bishop, Rev. Kurt Koch, was courageous enough to
put up such a project even though there is a Priest
shortage in his diocese. He decided to lend me for at
least five years to the diocese of Hamilton where | once
again met Bishop Denis BROWNE after 15 years. |t
was quite a surprise for me but also a challenge because
| had to leave the country, my friends and my family for a
long time. But on the other hand | was happy to take up
this challenge because it is pretty seldom that those ‘Fide
Donum’ projects are proposed.

I will be working at least five years under the obedience
of Bishop BROWNE in the diocese of Hamilton. | am
also pleased to meet my fellow Swiss people and may
become a Swiss Kiwi also. To the Swiss German speak-
ing, | speak the Bernese dialect and wish to say:Heit e
schoni u gedegeni Zyt ! To the French speaking, | have a
slight accent of the Canton of Vaud and | say: Salut les
amis, au plaisir de se rencontrer !
