200th anniversary.

Military Service for Young Swiss
Abroad

New regulations regarding military
service for Swiss Abroad (including
dual citizens) came into force on
1 January 2005. There are NO
fundamental changes, just a few
innovations.

The medical and fitness test will be
held in Switzerland. There is no
need for active army service except
in cases of lack of personnel. This
is not to be taken as a systematic
NO to military service.

For volunteers, it’'s no longer
necessary to be in complete
“‘command” of one of the four
languages, some knowledge is
now acceptable.

Volunteers will be accepted up to
age 25. Travel costs will be met
by the Federal Government.

Switzerland

More and more Swiss are living
abroad, and more and more Swiss
Abroad are voting in Swiss Federal
elections.

92,048 took part in the voting on 26
September 2004. This is 4.3% up
from the February 2004 voting.
