Tremor damage
prevention to be
improved

The government of Switzer-
land has decided to step up ef-
forts to protect state-owned
buildings and infrastructure
from the effect of earthquakes.

The cabinet approved a set of
measures, including a coordinat-
ing and supporting role for the
federal authorities for prevention
activities of the cantons, the
communes and private owners.

Environment Minister Moritz
Leuenberger appealed to cantons,
which have a wide-ranging auton-
omy, to increase checks on
whether private owners observe
building regulations.

Experts say parts of Switzer-
land, notably around Basel and
the Valais region, are in tremor-
prone geological zones and dam-
age is among the most expensive
because much of the area is very
built-up.

Earthquakes measuring five
on the Richter scale occur once a
decade in Switzerland and those
of even greater magnitude once a
