Post-Congress Tour

The American Society of Landscape
Architects, at the request of the IFLA
Grand Council, has arranged a two-

week’s condensed “package plan” tour
for those arriving from FEurope. This
includes transportation by special motor
coach from Idlewild International Air-
port, New York, to Washington, D.C.,
on June 30; five nights and four days
in Washington as outlined in Program
of Events above, with overnight accom-
modations provided at the Fairfax Hotel
and all program and business sessions at
the Shoreham Hotel.

Immediately following the Congress,
on July 5, the group will leave Washing-
ton via motor coach and visit places and
projects which will be of special interest
to landscape architects in Virginia (Wil-
liamsburg, Jamestown, Yorktown, Rich-
mond) ; Pennsylvania (Philadelphia and
environs) ; New York State (portion of
Hudson River Valley and Millbrook);
Massachusetts (Massachusetts Turnpike,
Ipswich, Boston and environs); Rhode
Island (Providence); Connecticut (Hart-
ford) ; New York City (tour of city and
Jones Beach); depart via airflight for
Europe afternoon of July 14.

Examples of contemporary work of
landscape architects and practitioners in
the allied professions will be featured
on this Post-Congress Tour. Included
will be highways, parkways and turn-
pikes; parks and playgrounds; school
grounds and college campuses; single re-
sidence housing; row housing; shopping
centers; industrial plants; museum gar-
dens; cemeteries; motels; swimming
pools; New York skyscrapers and the
United Nations Center. Tour partici-
pants will also have an opportunity to
inspect some of America’s most revered
historical shrines and interesting tradi-
tional landscape developments. Members
of the respective ASLA Chapters along
the scheduled route will be on hand at
various places to extend hospitality and
serve as guides.
