IN LUCERNE
The central feature of the Lucerne Festival, which will take place
this year front August 16 till September 7, will be eleven
symphony concerts, four of which will be performed by the Swiss
Festival Orchestra under various conductors. There will be two
concerts by the Berlin Philharmonic under the baton of Herbert
von Karajan, three by the Concertgebouw Orchestra of Amsterdam
under Bernard Haitink, Rafael EubeEk and Eugen Jochum. Single
concerts will be given by the NHK Symphony Orchestra of Tokyo,,
with a Japanese piano soloist, and by the Italian-Swiss Radio,

Orchestra playing under the motto of "Young artists".
Works by Igor Stravinski will run through the whole programme
in honour of the great composer who died last year, his compositions

being juxtaposed with the works of other old and contemporary

masters. The Japanese note in the sixth symphony concert
will be echoed in the Opera House by the performance of a Japanese

magaku drama.
The symphony concerts will be garnished with choral concerts,
serenades, chamber music and with one evening each devoted to
lïeder, pïar», organ, quartet and harpsichord. Modern music will
he represented by concerts entitled "Perspectives" and "Musica
nova", and there will be two piano matinees in memory of Clara

Haskil in the St.Charles Hall in Meggen.
