Knitted gloves of Swiss wool, gaily colored.
The new and eminently practical vogue of woollen stockings, knitted gaiters with a wide range of patterns,
and universally adopted...
The delightful fashion of the hood, so young and cosy.

And, though a little out of season, mention must be made of knitted wool swim-suits, often embroidered
with amusing motifs, waterproof and unshrinkable.

And Swiss undies... so reputed for
their fine quality.
Their superiority is due, not only to
the materials of which they are made,
but also because they are knitted to
mold the body.
There are also elastic undies with a
regular stitch, knitted on Swiss looms.

Undies hand-woven on Jacquard looms,
which mold the figure ; delightfull
little panties of silk and wool, or silk
and cotton mixtures; undies of novelty
materials, pastel hued and coquettishly
trimmed with St. Gall embroideries
or rayon silk lace.

Artificial silk jersey knitted on a warp
loom, dye-fast, unshrinkable and
durable.

The effect of all these jersey fabrics
is increased by a great diversity
stitch patterns.
What a variety from which to choose...
First the qualities of rayon jersey, de-
liciously light for summer wear, from
which are created gossamer lace-
trimmed undies...

Then the night-gown, of simple charm,
enhanced by flimsy laces and rich
insertions, as illustrated here.

Finally men's underwear, unrivalled
on the market, sports wear and locknit
cardigans.
The dream of the well-dressed woman
is to be both elegant and practical...
Swiss jersey and knitwear will help
her to realize her dream.
