At the Dornbirn Export and Sample Fair (Austria),
on the other hand, the Société de la Viscose Suisse had a
stand on which its display consisted exclusively of novel-
ties in Nylsuisse « Ban-Lon », including dresses in printed
fabrics, knitted lingerie and knitted outergarments. The
display also included knitted dresses with patterns,
terrycloth, swimsuits, corsets, plain and printed twill
blouses, extremely light track suits as well as gloves,
scarves, ties, etc. The big attraction at this exhibition
was the quilted jacket worn by members of the victorious
Swiss expedition to the Dhaulagiri.
