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5. Reading time allowed for each book is 3 weeks,
allowing 2 days travelling time for each book.
After 3 weeks a charge will be made of 6d. per week,
or part of a week. No other charges will be made.

6. Greatest care and cleanliness must be observed in
the handling of the books.

II. Relating to Newspapers :

l. The Illustrated Swiss papers and eventually other
newspapers are sent out to our Members in routine.
A guide is enclosed, and each member,when finished
with the paper in guestion,is requested to send it
on to the address following his own on the list.

2. Papers shall be sent out weekly.
