Augenblick.
Nachdem der General den "Mannern vom Rutli" seine

Ffuldigung dargebracht hat, wendet er sich den gegenwartigen
Aufgaben zu. Aber auch hier ohne leere Phrasen. Mit einigen
Strichen umreisst er die Stellungnahme zu den Fragen des

Tages. Es ist eine Richtigstellung und eine Warnung
zugleich.

Er fordet alles in allem, dass unter allen Umstanden und
auf allen Fronten des Vaterlandes es nur ein einziges
Losungswort gebe: "Widerstand!" Widerstand selbstvertand-
lich im Falle eines Angriffs, Widerstand gegen den 'Defaitismus,

gegen die Niedertracht kleinmutiger Charaktere, welche

ihre personlichen Interessen über diejenigen des Landes stellen.

Der General schliesst seinen Armeebefehl mit folgenden
Worten: "Heute, auf dem Rutli, der Wiege Freiheit habe

ich die höheren Truppenkommandanten versammelt, um ihnen
diesen Armeebefehl auszuhandigen, mit dem Auftrag, ihn
Euch zu übermitteln. Bewaert Euer Vertrauen und Euren
Mut: Die Heimat zahlt auf Euch."
