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CHUR-AROSA LINE

This quaint but somewhat outdated
arrangement of trains sharing the road
with cars will unfortunately disappear
for ever within the next few years from
the Churer scenery. The plans are for
the train line to be put underground in a
2.8 km long tunnel through the
Mittenberg. The terminus of the line will
eventually be right underneath the
present railway station which in itself
will also be completely reconstructed
as part of one of the SBB’s modernisa-
tion projects. Work is planned to begin
in 1998 and should be finished by the
year 2003.

So all you nostalgic train travellers,
you still have a few years ahead of you
yet to sample the pleasure of travelling
by train right through the streets of
Chur.
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
