Specialists in museum protection consider that judi-
cious lighting of displays, control of climate and
protection against fire and theft are essential to
responsible conservation of museum collections.

Many museum curators are called upon to establish
conservation policy in this area without having suf-
ficient familiarity with current scientific informa-
tion and techniques to enable them to make decisi-
ons.

ICCROM has therefore prepared a refresher course in-
tended to meet this need by reviewing the basic
aspects of museum protection today.
