The
agenda covered matters affecting the Swiss Colony and
among the items discussed was the amalgamation of
Swiss funetions in the Colony, of which the most
important are the 1st of August (‘elebration, the Féte
Suisse and the Swiss Sports.

Owing to ill health Mr. 17, Streit, the retiring
Chairman was unable to attend, and the assembly
expressed its appreciation for the work he rendered
during his term of office.
