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thing. It was time to go. From the land
of snow and ice, we were in no time
in the green valley again. In less than
an hour, from the solitude of the Alps,
to the noise of civilisation.

Soon we were in Interlaken ad-
miring the grandiose Yungfrau, spot-
lessly white, rising to the blue cloud-
less sky, unaffected by man’s problems
and restlessness, witness to countless
generations of our species, confident
in surviving the agitation and boasting
of the present Master of the earth. In
face of such grandeur, man feels small,
insignificant, almost q parasite in God's
creation, but thankful to his Maker
for giving him the possibility to enjoy
His work in His creation, and to share
in its glory.
