The in 1974 a six part
dramatisation by Martin Worth
was televised.

And now this new series — a
co-production between Ger-
many, Switzerland and Australia.

“Heidi”, which tells the story
of a young Swiss orphan who is
taken to live in the mountains
with her hermit-like grand-
father, was first published in
1880 in German. It was
translated into English by
Charles Tritten who wrote the
two sequels — “Heidi Grows
Up” and “Heidi’s Children”.

Since its publication there
have been 90 editions, 42 in
English.
