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Every fourteen years the boys and girls
of the Pathfinder Youth Group have a big

camp, and this year it was held near Ziegelbrücke

in Canton Glarus for two weeks

ending on the 2nd August. The 30,000

young people who attended constructed a

one kilometre long, 600mm gauge, railway
to serve the site. This was used by a diesel

loco and a number of home-made wagons.
This railway was also used at their last big
gathering in Gruyère in 1994 and it is

believed to be based at Arth Goldau with the

5th Terra Nuova Group of the organisation.
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
