A few minutes walk north of the station are the remains of a Roman fort at the point
where they bridged the Rhine. A signposted 15 minute walk to the south of the station is an impressive museum
and reconstructed Roman house, set in the area that was the civilian town that spread over a large area. Still standing
is the amazingly preserved Theatre and the massive Amphitheatre along with several other Roman buildings. The
area is large with longish walks between the individual locations, but you can hire electric bikes to whizz around. [}
