&en the fabrics for-interior decoration, classe in the same category as those included under

the heading ¢ Intimacy ”, have been created around the theme of « music 7.

Here, designers have left the beaten track and chosen very novel colourings : a range of bright

orange, vivid green, bright and orange-hued yellows and bottle-green.

The patterns for these fabrics can be briefly described as a vision of music as seen by an artist ; in

other words, an abstract impression of music.

Few pure silks or rayons are to be found among these fabrics ; linens, staple fibres and cottons

predominate.
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
