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ver there, in the very heart of Paris, close to the Colonne
Vendéme rising darkly against the sky through the morning
mists, there is a milliner’s «atelier» — one of many.

It is the kind of place where, with that remarkable sureness
of taste and deftness of hands we term «really Parisian»,
all those dainty models spring to life... It was there I saw
a picture hat, for instance, a dream of light black, straw,
one brim strewn with white syringa; a little sailor model,
too, of natural Bakou, so charmingly neat and simple, ador-
ned with two impertinent black grosgrain bows; and then
«Pandora», one of those styles which are all the rage this
year, wide-brimmed, framing a pretty face with two mus-
lin-veiled wings of straw.

And yet another picture hat of white embroidered organ-
die, as fanciful and as fresh as spring snow... another of

natural picot straw, haloed with black tulle.. another of

brick-hued sail cloth. with straw pompom conjuring up a.

vision of siestas on sunny beaches.
«May is the merry month», they say. Why not be merry

too and come to Paris to see for yourself...
