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Open all round, the « atrium » provides relaxa-
tion while at the same time displaying in 32
spherical show-cases numerous articles of clo-
thing and jewellery, lingeries, stockings, blou-
ses, ties, handkerchiefs, shirts, socks, etc. as
well as watches and jewellery. This part is by
the graphic artist Donald Brun, of Basle, who
also created the « dome ».

Where the alley ends and the atrium begins, a
hand embroidery machine — of a type invented
in Switzerland 130 years ago — shows the
manufacture of small embroidered handker-
chiefs in progress. In the opposite corner, skil-
led watchmakers are busy repairing and doing
maintenance work on watches according to
the latest methods, in a model workshop.
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
